In order for our team to create a great presentation for you, please prepare the rooms/areas that will be shown on your Virtual Home Tour as follows:           
· For indoor living areas that will be photographed, make sure that the rooms are clean and free of extraneous objects, such as boxes, cleaning supplies, loose cords, trash, etc. Dust on furniture and lint on carpet won’t show up on the tours, but if the refrigerator includes lots of magnets and papers, or if there are dishes in the sink on the countertops, these will be seen in the shots!

· Turn on as many interior lights as possible to brighten up the room; if there is a dark area in a room, try to add temporary lighting. 

· If there are televisions in the room, please turn them off. 

· For rooms with mirrored closets or walls, be especially aware of the mirrors and what they are reflecting - often, something you don't intend to be in the shot will be shown reflected in the mirrors.

· For outside areas, make sure to unclutter and straighten-up as well...if a garbage can is in view, it will show up on the image; same holds true for lawnmowers, garden tools, toys and such.  Present pool areas in the best light - straighten deck chairs, and remove towels or pool accessories.

I hope this information has provided you with further insight as to what will be included in your on-line marketing presentation and the steps necessary to show your home in favorable condition.
